A PROCLAMATION OF THE MAYOR OF THE CITY OF
NORMAN, OKLAHOMA, PROCLAIMING THE MONTH OF
MARCH, 2021, AS WOMEN’S HISTORY MONTH IN THE
CITY OF NORMAN.

WHEREAS, since its inception as Women’s History Week in 1981, Women’s History
Month recognizes, honors, and celebrates the achievements of American women; and

WHEREAS, 2021’s national theme for Women’s History Month, “Valiant Women of the
Vote: Refusing to Be Silenced” recognizes the centennial of the 19" Amendment and
honors the brave women who fought to win suffrage rights for women as well as the women

WHEREAS, American women of every race, class, and ethnic background served as early
leaders in the forefront of every major progressive social change movement; and

WHEREAS, American women have been leaders, not only in securing their own rights of
